Epistle - Eph. 5:9-19 - A Reading from the Letter of Saint Apostle Paul to
Ephesians:

Brothers and Sisters, live as children of light—for the fruit of the light is found
in all that is good and right and true. Try to find out what is pleasing to the Lord.
Take no part in the unfruitful works of darkness, but instead expose them. For it
1s shameful even to mention what such people do secretly; but everything ex-
posed by the light becomes visible, for everything that becomes visible is light.
