Troparion, Tone 3: Let the heavens be glad, let the earth rejoice,* for the Lord has
done a mighty deed with His arm.* He trampled death by death. He became the first-
born of the dead;* He saved us from the abyss of Hades* and granted great mercy to
the world.

Troparion, Tone 2: Great are the achievements of faith!* In the fountain of flames, the
three holy youths rejoiced as by the water of rest,* and the prophet Daniel was re-
vealed shepherding lions like sheep.* Through their intercession, O Christ God,* save
our souls.

Kontakion, Tone 6: Armed by the Being that defies description® You defied the man-
made idol, O thrice blessed youth.* In the midst of the unbearable flames you stood
and cried out to God:* “In Your mercy, O gracious One, hasten and come to our aid,”*
for You can do whatever You will.

Prokeimenon (Tone 4) Blessed are You, Lord God of our fathers,* and praised and
glorified is Your Name forever. verse: For You are righteous in everything that You
have done to us. (Daniel 3:26,27)

Epistle: A Reading from Saint Paul’s Letter to the Hebrews (Heb 11:9-10;17-23;32-
40)

Brothers and Sisters, by faith Abraham he stayed for a time in the land he had been
promised, as in a foreign land, living in tents, as did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs
with him of the same promise. For he looked forward to the city that has foundations,
whose architect and builder is God. By faith Abraham, when put to the test, oftfered up
Isaac. He who had received the promises was ready to offer up his only son, of whom
he had been told, “It is through Isaac that descendants shall be named for you.” He
considered the fact that God is able even to raise someone from the dead—and figura-
tively speaking, he did receive him back. By faith Isaac invoked blessings for the fu-
ture on Jacob and Esau. By faith Jacob, when dying, blessed each of the sons of
Joseph, “bowing in worship over the top of his staff.” By faith Joseph, at the end of his
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life, made mention of the exodus of the Israelites and gave instructions about his bur-
ial. By faith Moses was hidden by his parents for three months after his birth, because
they saw that the child was beautiful; and they were not afraid of the king’s edict. And
what more should I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson,
Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets— who through faith conquered king-
doms, administered justice, obtained promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched
raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, became
mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. Women received their dead by resurrec-
tion. Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order to obtain a better resur-
rection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment.
They were stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they
went about in skins of sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented— of whom
the world was not worthy. They wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and
holes in the ground. Yet all these, though they were commended for their faith, did not
receive what was promised, since God had provided something better so that they
would not, apart from us, be made perfect.

You did in their days. verse: You saved us from our oppressors and put to shame those
who hate us. (Psalm 43:2,8)
